1. Mall or fax your Registration and Request for Letter of Invitation form. Remit appropriate payment to Sea Fare
Expositions, the Overseas Co-Organizer.

2. Within 7 days from receipt of your registration form and payment, the Ministry of Agriculture will fax your
company an officia Letter of Invitation, which you can useto obtain the required Visa at the nearest Chinese
Embassy or Consulate.

3. Request a Visa application from the nearest Chinese Embassy or Consulate in your country.

4. Fill out the Visa application and forward your passport, extra passport photograph, Letter of Invitation, and
appropriate Visa fee to the nearest Chinese Embassy or Consulate in'your country.
